AL935 - 1943 - Works Progress Administration (WPA) Federal Art Program
AL959 - Philadelphia passes the first one percent for art ordinance in the U.S.
A1965 - National Endowment for the Arts is established

A1970 - Kansas City Council adopts Resolution 37682 - 1% art set -aside of

construction costs for new or renovated municipal buildings

A972 - The Government Services Administration (GSA) Art in Architecture

A1986 - Kansas City Council unanimously approves the one percent for art
